A. Another benefit of God’s Love is that He shows compassion or care for

B. Another benefit of God’s Love is that He shows us mercy when we repent of 

our sins.     (vs. 8-13)

III. Psalm 103:17-19     (God’s Love benefits us with His constant presence)       

A. Another benefit of God’s Love is that His presence will always be with those 

who strive to do what’s right.     (vs. 17-19)

B. As Christians, we should never forget to bless or thank God for all His 

loving benefits.     (vs. 17-19)  (Psalm 103:1-3 – Bless the Lord)
