A. In this world we will experience various life situations or circumstances.        

(vs. 8-9a)  (Sin is the primary reason for life’s circumstances: Rom 6:23)

B. If we place our faith in God, then He can deliver us from any life situation or 

circumstance.     (vs. 9b-10)  (Faith is trusting God: Proverbs 3:5-6)                                                                                            

Hebrews 11:6; Proverbs 2:6 (AMP); Jeremiah 32:17 (TLB); Mark 9:23 

 

II. 2 Corinthians 12:6-8 (When we experience life circumstances, pray to God)    

A. Even those who strive to live right will experience various life situations or 

circumstances.     (vs. 6-7)  (Paul strived to live right: Phil 3:12-14 CSB)                                                                                                             

2 Timothy 3:12 (GW); 1 Peter 4:12-13; Job 2:3-7 (AMP) 

B. When we experience various life situations or circumstances, we should take 

them to God in prayer.     (vs. 8)                                                                                                          

Matthew 11:28; 1 Peter 5:7; Philippians 4:6 

 

III. 2 Corinthians 12:9-10 (God may not deliver us from all life circumstances)  

A. Even when we pray, God may not deliver us from all of the life 

circumstances that we face while in this world.     (vs. 9)                                                                                                     

2 Samuel 12:13-18; Matthew 14:6-10 (NIV) 

B. If God doesn’t deliver us from our life circumstances, He will always be 

there to help us through them.     (vs. 9-10)  (God is a present help: Ps 46:1)
