II. Luke 1:31-34   (God can bless the godly to do great things; don’t limit God)    

A. God can bless those who strive to live godly to do great things.     (vs. 31-33)

B. Sometimes we question or put limits on God’s ability to do great things for 

us.     (vs. 34)                                                                                                          

Luke 1:7, 13, 18 (CEV); John 11:21, 32, 39 

 

III. Luke 1:35-38     (God’s ability is not limited; have faith in God)  

A. God’s ability to do great things for us is not limited; there’s nothing that He 

cannot do.     (vs. 35-37)                                                                                                     

Proverbs 2:6 (AMP); Jeremiah 32:17 (TLB); Ephesians 3:20  

B. To experience God’s ability to do great things for us, we must have faith.     

(vs. 38)  (Great things can’t happen for us without faith: Mark 6:1-6 CEV)
