Sharing Jesus in a Post Christian World
Jesus Matters — Jesus is God, and no one has done what Jesus has done.
Colossians 1:15-22

I. Colossians 1:15-17  (Jesus is God & the creator & sustainer of everything)
A. Jesus Christ is God.  (vs. 15)
1 John 5:7; John 1:1-2, 14. 17 (ERV); Colossians 2:9 (NLT)
B. Jesus Christ is the creator and sustainer of everything.  (vs. 16-17)
John 1:1-3 (TLB); Hebrews 1:3 (NLT)

II. Colossians 1:18-20  (Jesus became a man to die for us & give us new life)
A. Jesus Christ became a man to die for our sins.  (vs. 19-20)
Romans 5:12; Matthew 1:18-23 (TLB); Romans 5:6-8 (AMP)
B. Jesus Christ was raised from death so that we could have new life in Him or
in His body, the church.  (vs. 18)
Romans 4:25 (CEV); 2 Corinthians 5:17 (NLV); Romans 6:4 (ESV)

III. Colossians 1:21-22 (Anyone who places trust in Jesus is reconciled to God)
A. Anyone who places their trust in Jesus Christ is reconciled to God or saved
from their sins.  (vs. 21-22)
John 8:24; Romans 10:9-10; Ephesians 1:13; Romans 8:9 (AMP)
B. Those who place their trust in Jesus Christ are now blameless or no longer
under the condemnation of sin.  (vs. 21-22)
Romans 8:1-2 (AMP); John 10:27-30 (AMP)
