Sharing Jesus in a Post Christian World
Jesus Saves — Jesus saves all who trust in Him.
Acts 2:22-24, 32-41

I. Acts 2:22-24  (Jesus died for our sins so that we could be forgiven)
A. During Jesus Christ life, He proved that He was God by performing
miracles, wonders and sign that no man could do.  (vs. 22)
Colossians 2:9 (NLV); John 2:3, 7-11; Matthew 14:25-29; Matthew 4:23-24
B. According to God’s plan, Jesus Christ died for our sins so that we could be
forgiven.  (vs. 23-24) (All are sinners & condemned to death: Rom 5:12)
Isaiah 53:7-10 (GNT); Romans 5:6-8

II. Acts 2:32-36  (God raised Jesus from death so we could receive salvation)
A. God raised Jesus Christ from the dead so that we could be justified or
declared righteous and receive salvation.  (vs. 32-36)
Romans 4:25 (NLV); Romans 10:9-10; Acts 4:10-12
B. Jesus Christ promised that every believer in Him would receive the Holy
Spirit.  (vs. 33)
John 7:37-39; John 14:16-17

III. Acts 2:37-41 (We are saved when we place our trust in Jesus Christ)
A. We are saved when we place our trust, faith or belief in Jesus Christ.
(vs.37-41)
John 8:24; Acts 16:27-34
B. All who place their trust, faith or belief in Jesus Christ receive the Holy
Spirit.  (vs. 38-39)
Ephesians 1:12-13; Romans 8:9 (AMP); Romans 8:1-2 (AMP)
