God Is: Understanding The Character Of God
God is Omnipotent — There is nothing God cannot do.
Isaiah 44:6-9, 21-28

I. Isaiah 44:6-9 (God is forever present to carryout His will & He knows all)

A. There’s nothing that God can’t do because He’s forever present to carry out
His will.  (vs. 6) (God is omnipresent — forever present everywhere)
Revelations 22:13 (AMP); Psalm 139:7-10 (ERV); Proverbs 15:3 (ERYV)

B. There’s nothing that God can’t do because He alone knows everything
including the future. (vs. 7-9) (God is omniscient — all knowing)
Proverbs 2:6 (AMP); Proverbs 3:19; Isaiah 46:10 (AMP); Psalm 139:15-
16 (NLT)

II. Isaiah 44:21-23 (God sent Jesus to redeem all of humanity from their sins)
A. There’s nothing that God can’t do because He sent Jesus Christ to redeem all
of humanity from their sins.  (vs. 21-23) (All were under sin: Rom 5:12)
John 3:16; Matthew 1:18-23 (TLB); Romans 4:25 (CEV)
B. There’s nothing that God can’t do because He gave all of humanity the
opportunity to return to Him by trusting in Jesus as their savior.  (vs. 22)
Romans 10:9; Galatians 3:28; Revelation 7:9 (GW); 1 Corinthians 6:9-11

II1. Isaiah 44:24-28 (God created everything & always keeps His promises)
A. There’s nothing that God can’t do because He created and sustains the
heavens and the earth.  (vs. 24) (God is omnipotent — all powerful)
Nehemiah 9:6 (CSB); Hebrews 1:3 (NLT); Psalm 145:15-16 (AMP)
B. There’s nothing that God can’t do because every promise that He makes is
always fulfilled.  (vs. 25-28)
Isaiah 55:11; Numbers 23:19 (NLT); Joshua 21:45 (ERYV)
