Luke 7:36-48

I. Luke 7:36-39 (Salvation is for all & Christians must share that message)
A. Jesus Christ made salvation available for all people.  (vs. 36-39) (Jn 3:16)
Galatians 3:28; Revelation 7:9 (GW); 1 Corinthians 6:9-11
B. As Christians, we must make sure that we share the salvation message with
all people.  (vs. 36-39) (Jesus came to save sinners: 1 Timothy 1:15)
Luke 14:23 (ESV); Mark 16:15-16; Acts 1:8 (AMP)

II. Luke 7:40-43  (All humans are sinners needing forgiveness of their sins)
A. All humans are sinners.  (vs. 40-43)
Romans 5:12 (GNT); Romans 3:9-10, 23; Psalm 51:5 (TLB)
B. Every human needs to be forgiven of their sins by God.  (vs. 42-43)
Ephesians 1:7 (NLV); Colossians 1:13—-14 (AMP)

III. Luke 7:44-48 (To be saved we must repent of our sins & trust in Jesus)
A. To be saved, we must first repent of our sins.  (vs. 44-46)
Acts 2:36-38; 2 Chronicles 7:14; 1 John 1:9; Luke 15:17-21 (TLB)
B. To be saved, we must also put our trust in Jesus Christ.  (vs. 47-48)
Acts 4:10-12 (TLB); Ephesians 1:12-13 (TLB); Romans 8:1-2 (AMP)
